· Current ownership and percentage of ownership (totaling 100%)

· Any other important events in the company’s recent history

· A statement or two as to the impact of imports on the company

3. Articles Produced and Sold

Describe your products segregated into three categories:  1) those affected by imports, 2) those not affected by imports and        3) finished articles purchased for resale to which you have not added any value.
4. Company Sales

· Provide your total net sales by month for the most recent 48 months on the provided Preliminary Qualifying Worksheet. 
· Export sales in excess of 5% of your total sales need to be subtracted from the total sales in order to qualify for the program. We use only domestic sales.
· The data should be no more than 60 days old when supplied to MATAAC.  The most recent 24 months must be supported with a one-page, consolidated income statement showing data on a monthly basis.
5. Financials (Balance Sheet, Income Statement, Statement of Cash Flows and Notes)

Provide one (1) copy of these for the petitioning firm including subsidiaries, affiliates or other related entities for the past four years (2011, 2012, 2013 & 2014) and current year-to-date balance sheet. 
6. Company Employment/Quarterly Contribution

Provide copies of your firm’s summary pages of the State Quarterly Unemployment Contribution Reports for the 24-month petition period. The detailed sheets included in these reports are not necessary for our purposes.
7. Customer List and Sales Accounts

It is important for you to identify four customers that have switched to foreign-produced products rather than purchasing them from you during the petition period. Please use the Customer List worksheet to list them.  We will contact two of them to affirm that imports were an important factor to your company’s trade injury.
